FYI: FALL SEASON BRINGS AGE GROUP CHANGES

US Youth Soccer, the governing body for Wisconsin
Youth Soccer Association (WYSA), the Central Wisconsin
Soccer League (CWSL), the East Central Soccer District
and MC United, will be transitioning to

COMPETITIVE CLASSIC TEAMS
MC United Classic Soccer Year Spans from August 1 to July 31 and is divided into Fall and Spring
Seasons. No try-outs are required for these teams. The classic teams focus on development of
age appropriate soccer skills and tactical team play under the direction of our licensed
coaches.

Registration will be open May 1-May 31 for the 2026-2027 soccer year. Designed for young
athletes seeking competitive play and skill development, this year-round program runs from
August 1 to July 31, offering an exciting mix of league games (Spring), and 3 tournaments in both
the fall and spring season. With separate Fall and Spring seasons, players have the opportunity
to grow their abilities, build teamwork, and compete at a high level in Central Wisconsin and
beyond.

STATE AND SELECT TRY-OUT INFORMATION

SELECT AND STATE TEAMS
MC United Select Teams are a tier above our Classic Teams and try-out based teams. Select
Teams are designed to bring together players of higher ability levels and provide them with the
appropriate level of challenge in training and competition. State League Teams are the club’s
Top-Tier Teams and play in the Highly Competitive State League. Players are highly skilled.
Neither Select nor State play in the CWSL. They do play multiple tournaments each season.
These teams are highly competitive and are rostered teams for Fall-Spring. Each year players
must try-out again. 

What Can You Expect?
Select Teams compete multiple weekend tournaments during both Fall and Spring seasons.

State League Teams require the most time commitment as league games are throughout the
state. Some tournaments may be out of State. Participating on Select or State Teams requires a

larger time commitment from players and families than Classic Teams. Teams hold 2-3
practices a week with weekend tournaments. Some Select teams may choose to participate in
the East Central Soccer League based in the Fox Valley for league games. State League teams

are in the State League - with games located throughout the state.

MC United Select & State Team Tryouts
The formation of our Select and State Teams begins with annual tryouts in May/June. Through
the tryout process, evaluators and our Director of Coaching evaluate individual and team skills

of players as well coachability of players. Teams will then be formed at each age group. 

Players not making a Select or State Team WILL have the option to sign-up for Classic - late
fee will not apply.
